SAYAW/FORMS – ���������������������������������  
Traditional:  Music is not allowed in Traditional Forms divisions. Kicks should be to the belt or below. 

Open: �� Music is allowed during Open Forms divisions as well as changing weapons during form, high kicks, etc. (If music is used, it must be 
provided by competitor, via cd pre-que’d) 

All Divisions: 2 minute max time limit per form. Weapon use should constitute at least 80% of the form. Competitors should finish near their 
starting position, unless notification is made to the judges. Bladed weapons should be dulled, or wooden. Proper attire is required – 
uniform, vest, appropriate T-shirt. No street clothes or jewelry. Forms competitors may use non-marking tennis or wrestling shoes, or 
bare feet.

 13 & under: Rounds are 45 seconds long, with a 30 second rest interval 
 14-17:  Rounds are 60 seconds long, with a 30 second rest interval 
 Men & Women: Rounds are 60 seconds long, with a 30 second rest interval 
 Seniors:  Rounds are 60 seconds long, with a 45 second rest interval 

All Divisions:  Matches are scored on a”10 Point Must” system prior to deductions for disarms or penalties. Only attacks with the stick are allowed: 
Hits, slashes, wittiks are legal, thrusting or butt strikes are not. To signal surrender or stop action for an injury or equipment failure, 
etc, raise both hands & back up – DO NOT TURN AWAY! – DO NOT BEND OVER! 

Scoring: �� First: 4 Second Rule  – A fighter may not exhibit a total lack of defense. “lack of Defense” is demonstrated by ignoring the attacks of 
one’s opponent, allowing them to strike repeatedly without an attempt to avoid or lessen the effectiveness of their attacks. Fighters 
who demonstrate a lack of defense for 4 seconds will be warned, and then penalized, then disqualified.  

 Second: Scoring is then based on the Greatest Number of Effective Hits Greatest Number of Effective Hits are determined based 
on demonstrated power and accuracy, and is subject to the 2 Strike Rule. 

 Third:  2 Strike Rule:  A fighter may NOT hit more than twice in quick succession to the same target area with the same type of 
strike. 

 Last:  If the Greatest Number of Effective Hits does not provide a clear winner, and no outstanding penalties sway the decision, the 
decision will then be based on the following considerations: Ring Generalship, Use of Different Target Areas, Variety of Tactics or 
Technique, Defense. 

Restrictions: �� No pushing or striking with any pat of your body. No “Head Checking”. No foot sweeps or throw, thrusting, butt strikes, or 2-handed 
strikes. No strikes to the knee or below, the groin, or direct strikes to the back or the back of the head. 

                          No hitting to an unprotected neck, head, or hand (in the event of equipment failure, all actions stops). No hitting while holding the 
opponent’s stick. No grappling, wrestling, or hooking. You may use the ring to control the action; you May Not use it to avoid action. 

Disarms: �� Attempts to disarm must be immediate, holding the opponent’s stick is only allowed to attempt an immediate disarm. Joints MAY 
NOT be locked or twisted for a disarm, failed disarms must be released immediately. 1-2 disarms shall be scored as part of the 
match, each resulting in 1 point penalty from each judge for that round. 3 disarms in a match will result in a TKO. 

Mandatory Gear: Forearm and Thigh Pads, Mouthguard, Protective Cup, non-marking Tennis or Wrestling Shoes. Short or long sleeve T-shirts must 
be worn for sparring.

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Important Info:  A special note to all competitors regarding age and  weight brackets  

Age  – This applies to any competitor whose birthday will fall between the date of the Regional 
tournament in their area, and the date of the World Championships:  Any competitor who intends to 
qualify for the National Team and compete in the World Tournament must compete in the division 
that they will enter in the World Championships. 
 
In other words, if a competitor will enter a new age bracket by the date of the World Championships, 
they must register for the older age bracket in both the Regional and National Championships. 
 
Weight  – This requirement also applies to weight classes.  Any fighter close to the upper limit of their 
weight class, who feels that they may pass that upper limit by the time of the World Championships, 
may opt to enter the next weight class up, in both the Regionals and Nationals.  This will prevent a 
situation where they earn a spot in one division only to lose it by later having to compete in a heavier 
weight class. 
 
Once a competitor qualifies for a division in either the Regional or National Championships, they may 
not change divisions.  This requirement is maintained out of fairness to the other competitors, and is 
meant to prevent qualified competitors from being bumped from the Team by changes in age or 
weight class by other competitors.  It is also done to insure that there are not lopsided groupings of 
competitors in a given division. 
 

� A special note to all competitors 15 and under: 
 For this National tournament we will again allow those competitors in age divisions 15 years and 

under can go directly to the 2010 WEKAF Nationals without first having to qualify at the Regionals.  
This means that competitors in those divisions who can’t make it to their Regional or do compete and 
fail to place 1st or 2nd in their division, will have a second chance to make the US National Team 
and qualify to compete in the World Championships in July of 2010. 

  
 Those who do compete and qualify 1st and 2nd place in the Regionals will still have an advantage as 

they will be seeded at the Nationals and have a priority status for a “Bye” in the first round of 
eliminations.  

  
 Wild Card Competitors 
 We will again have Wild Card entry for the National Tournament. All divisions other than the Team 

competition will be open to Wild Card.  1st place in each division of the Wild Card competition will 
earn a slot in the national tournament.  

 
 All Wild Card competitions will take place on Friday, Mar. 19th.   
 
 All participants:  

WEKAF USA Dues:   Must be paid in order to compete in the either the Wild Card or National 
Tournament.  Membership info can be found on the WEKAF website – www.wekafusa.org and a 
membership form is included in this registration packet.  Reminder if you did not pay your WEKAF 
dues in 2009, you will have to pay both 2009 and 2010 before competing.  This is to encourage 
members to pay their dues yearly and discourage competitors from by-passing their local regional by 
going straight to the wildcard. Fighter should not be counting on the wildcard as the primary route to 
qualification for the National Team. 
 
National Qualifier: Individuals who place in the top two spots in each division and the top spot for 
Team divisions at the U.S. Nationals will automatically qualify to be a part of the U.S. National Team, 
which will travel to Puerto Vallarta, Jalisco, Mexico for the World Championships, July 19-25, 2010.
