What is  W.E.K.A.F.? 

The World Eskrima Kali Arnis Federation is the largest organization representing the Filipino 
Martial Arts in the world and boasts over 40 member countries. W.E.K.A.F. includes all styles 
of Filipino martial arts.   

WEKAF USA is a charter of the world organization and is a non-profit group working within 
the United States to unify, promote, and foster the growth of Philippine martial arts. The 
organization provides an outlet and venue for safe and healthy competition within the arts.  
WEKAF holds five regional tournaments and one national tournament every two years.  
Fighters must qualify regionally before they will advance to the national level by placing first 
or second in their respective divisions.   At the national level, like the regional competition, 
only first and second place competitors will qualify as members of the prestigious U.S. 
National Stick fighting Team that will face off against countries from around the world at the 
World Championships. The world championships rotate to a new country every second year 
with the event returning to the birthplace of Filipino martial arts, the Philippines, every fourth 
year.

And, the World Eskrima Kali Arnis Federation, WEKAF, has managed to turn Eskrima from a 
martial art used primarily for survival into a sport, with organized competitions and generally 
sanctioned rules and regulations.
